Your Invisalign-trained doctor will set regular set 6-8week intervals for you
to revisit their practice and monitor the progress of your treatment. They
may also integrate virtual monitoring options with you adding the ability for
you to and the doctor to evaluate your progress more regularly before each
aligner change.

After you've finished your Invisalign aligner treatment, you may need to use
retainers to help make sure the new position of your teeth is maintained.

Treatable cases.

Many think that Invisalign aligners only work for minor teeth straightening
issues, but the Invisalign System can also be used to treat a range of
moderate to severe teeth straightening issues such as:
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Gapped Teeth.

This occurs when there is considerable space
between at least two of your teeth, which could
potentially lead to gum problems.

Crossbite.

This can occur when the upper and lower jaws are
both misaligned, which could potentially lead to
tooth wear and tear.

Overbite.

This occurs when the upper teeth bite over the
lower teeth, where upper teeth fit inside of lower
teeth.

Underbite.

This occurs when the lower teeth protrude past
the front teeth and can prevent normal function of
your front teeth or molars.

Overcrowding.

This occurs when there is simply a lack of room
within your jaw for all your teeth to fit normally,
which can lead to plaque accumulation.

Openbite.

This is when your upper and lower teeth are
unable to make physical contact when the jaws are
closed, which could make chewing difficult.
